	Prof. E.Lukyanova has analyzed the features of the Russian law school, in particular, considering the difference in the interpretation of the "rule of law" and "law-bound state" concepts, the differences in lawyers mentality and circumstances of the experts selection process in competent state bodies. As an example of the interpretation differences she has conducted a detailed analyzes of the Russian Constitutional Court decision on the constitutionality of the treaty between the Russian Federation and the Republic of Crimea on the adoption of the Republic of Crimea to the Russian Federation and the formation of new subjects within the latter.

	As a result a public legal initiative in Moscow cannot be implemented. The students have prepared a draft of a new law “On the civil legal initiative in Moscow”. The draft has been sent to Moscow City Duma and characterized by the Duma Office as well-written and meeting all necessary requirements. At this moment the draft is under consideration on whether it should be officially originated as a bill.



	Description
	As a part of the scientific and research seminars under Prof. E.Lukyanova the students of the Public Law master’s programme have completed studying the Legislation Process and the Legislative Technique course. During the studying they have conducted a thorough research on the regulation and practice of the public legal initiative in Moscow and revealed that its procedure is too bureaucratized.

	On March 25, 2015 a round table on “The assessment of the modern constitutional law boundaries” chaired by Professors E.Lukyanova, M.Krasnov and I.Shablinskiy took place. The participants discussed the results of the two-months research performed by the students of the Public Law master’s programme during the scientific and research seminars under Prof. E.Lukyanova. According to the research’s results Russian constitutional legislation can be characterized as unstable and unacceptably multiple. Thus, we can conclude that legal regulation is uncertain and the system of the constitutional law acts has to be revised.

	Description
	On December 17, 2015 the first cross-disciplinary workshop “Reading the Constitution” chaired by E.Lukyanova, A.Kovler, M.Krasnov and D.Stepanov took place. The participants discussed the correlation between the Russian Constitution and the European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms as well as the interaction between the Constitutional Court of Russia and the European Court of Justice. The workshop became a certain response by the highly qualified constitutional law experts to numerous incorrect posts in the mass-media on the subject. As a pilot workshop it shall start a series of discussions on the most critical issues of the constitutional law and, in perspective, public law in general. 
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	Some issues of the division of powers and the definition of the constitutional procedures of decision making on the use of Russian armed forces outside the country.

	At this moment the results of the research are being prepared for publication as a science article.


	Description
	Prof. E.Lukyanova has analyzed the features of decision making on the use of Russian armed forces outside the country. Such decisions have to be made by the Federation Council of Russia upon the request of the Russian President. This request has to cover a number of issues, such as type of forces, territory and period of their usage etc. But, on the contrary, the research has proved that during the last decade the mentioned procedure has simplified. The power to authorize the use of Russian armed forces outside the country is almost entirely given to the President now. Prof. E.Lukyanova has thoroughly studied the most recent example of such decision: the decision that started the Russian operation in Syria. This decision does not meet any legal or reasonable requirements and has been made through violation of stated procedures.
